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TASTING NOTES
The 2022 1857 Red Wine opens with a vibrant, expressive bouquet of ripe
blackcurrant, anise, and subtle floral nuances. On the palate, layers of succulent
plum, ripe dark cherry, and wild blackberry unfold, enriched by notes of silky
cocoa and toasted almond. Bold yet polished, this wine showcases supple, well-
knit tannins and a luxurious, textured mouthfeel. A touch of warm cardamom
lingers gracefully on the extended finish, leaving a lasting impression of depth
and elegance.

WINEMAKER’S NOTES 
Winemaker Brian Maloney thoughtfully selected vineyards across Napa Valley
that reflect the heritage and pedigree of Buena Vista Winery to craft this 2022
Red Wine. The Cabernet Sauvignon was sourced from two renowned sites:
Bonny’s Vineyard in Oakville and Stagecoach Vineyard in Napa Valley. Cabernet
Franc was harvested from Casa Nuestra Vineyard in St. Helena, while Petit
Verdot came from Larkmead Vineyard in Calistoga. Together, these four
exceptional vineyards represent some of Napa Valley’s finest terroirs, producing
wines of richness and depth. The grapes were hand-harvested in the cool early
morning and underwent extended maceration before aging for 22 months in 93%
new French oak.

Buena Vista Winery, founded in 1857, has a rich and unrivaled heritage as the first
premium — and certainly the most colorful — of all of the wineries in California.
Its founder, Agoston Haraszthy, the self-proclaimed “Count of Buena Vista,” was a
vivacious and eccentric pioneer with a veritable love and unending commitment to
California wine. Nearly 164 years later, and after facing many challenges, Buena
Vista Winery has not only endured but, is thriving. 1857 Red Wine honors this
storied history and is a reflection of the quality, dedication and revitalization of the
winery since joining Boisset Collection in 2011.
