This Cabernet Sauvignon’s bouquet explodes with enticing aromas of luscious apricots
and ripe cherries, intertwined with subtle whispers of licorice and rich caramel. On the
palate, bold flavors evolve effortlessly, revealing layers of tangy raspberry, decadent
blueberry compote, creamy milk chocolate, and juicy red currants. Full-bodied and
elegantly structured, this wine features velvety tannins and a lavish mid-palate that
glides into an opulent, silky-smooth finish.

winemaker’s notes 
The Chateau Buena Vista 2022 Napa Valley Cabernet Sauvignon embodies the
epitome of a dense and rich wine, showcasing the unmistakable character of this
esteemed varietal. With vineyards meticulously selected from Calistoga, St.
Helena, Rutherford, Oakville, and Oak Knoll, this exceptional blend exemplifies
the diverse terroir of Napa Valley. The wine was aged in new oak barrels of
French, American, and Hungarian origin, enhancing its complexity and depth.

The self-proclaimed Count, and our founder, Agoston Haraszthy, understood that
great wine comes not only from great grapes, but also from great places. In the
1860’s Buena Vista covered more than 6,000 acres reaching from the southernmost
part of Sonoma Valley into Napa County. Both regions offer a unique terroir – the
magical combination of all the attributes required to create outstanding wines of a
particular site – from the soil, to the climate, to the site’s exposure to the sun, to the
vine itself. 

Our Chateau Buena Vista Cabernet Sauvignon celebrates and honors Buena Vista’s
indelible presence and significant contributions to the California wine world. Buena
Vista has returned to Napa Valley, where Cabernet is the King, if not the Count.
